Kuwait has been blessed with a great
number of talented and creative people that
seek organizations to embrace their talent,
highlight their capabilities and encourage
them to achieve more. As such, Mabanee
seeks constantly to boost its participation
and contributions to support entrepreneurs
and talented people in highlighting their
innovative ideas and artistic talents, as well
as supporting them in different areas.

As such, The Avenues supported and
hosted many entrepreneurs in different
areas, providing them with a platform to
present their work to the public.
